 The lady from the first aid organization came to our 
school to teach us things about first aid. I learnt how 
to resuscitate someone who is unconscious. First you 
check if there is any danger around you or that person. 
If there is remove it. Next make sure the person can 
give a response. The way you do this is by talking to 
the person and checking if he responds. If he doesn’t 
squeeze his ankle and then if he doesn’t respond again 
give him a light squeeze on the shoulders. If nothing 
happens call an ambulance.  
 

Next check his airway by rolling him onto his side 
which is called the recovery position. Make sure that 
anything in his mouth is drained out. Next do com-
pressions. The way we do this is by rolling him on his 
back and using your fingers in a gun position to open 
his mouth. Then breathe twice into his mouth. Most of 
the time people should use a filtering cloth so that no 
germs spread and sometimes they have a tube thing 
that they breathe into. Next you put the middle finger 
under his armpit and drag it all the way to his sternum 
and you put one hand on the other and compress 30 
times. If that doesn’t work use the defibrillation ma-
chine. The defibrillation machine is a machine that is 
about three thousand dollars and it checks what needs 
to be done to the person. It contains two pads which 
go one above the breast and one under it. It gives an 
electric shock. 
 

I also learned how to treat a snake bite. The way you 
treat a snake bite is by wrapping a big long bandage 
around the area where the snake bite took place. Make 
sure it’s tightly bound. The person needs to stay put 
and not move around too much. If he has a bite on the 
arm he needs to hold it up high so that the venom 
doesn’t spread. Then call the ambulance. 
 

I learnt how to stop blood coming out. The way you 
do that is by getting a cloth and putting a lot of pres-
sure on it and wrapping it tightly around the wound 
and then calling for help. 
 

I also learnt something that I didn’t know, which was 
on the mobile you don’t have to call 000 you can also 
call 112 but that is only on a mobile. I also learnt that 
the poisons number is 131126.
