John Logie Baird was born
on the 14™ of

August 1888 in Scotland.
He wasn't very smart at
school and he did not enjoy
going there. He was also
slow and timid.

The inventions he made at home were
constructing a home telephone system and
using a petrol-driven generator to make an
eectric light system for his parents.

John Logie Baird studied a diploma coursein
electrical engineering at atechnical collegein
Glasgow.

The sort of material he used to make things was
scraps, electric motors, broken radios, old
lenses and even hat boxes.

In 1924 John Logie Baird managed to turn these
things into a piece of equipment that allowed
him to send a picture for a distance of less than
three metres.

The machine had a cardboard disc, which had a
ring of holes, rotating at 18 turns per second. It
was placed in front of the head of a dummy.
Thelight reflected from the face was focussed
onto a photoelectric cell after passing through
the holes in the spinning disc.

Customers who were looking through this
spinning disc then saw the pictures of the
dummy’s head.

Thefirst person to be televised was William
Taynton. Also other countries were carrying out
experiments with television.

In 1926 John Logie Baird demonstrated his
inventions at the Royal Institution.
