If an interview looks like it will go for longer, for instance, if a new 
discussion point has arisen, another time will have to be scheduled as someone else will be waiting for their 
time.

Children may attend interviews if you, they and the teacher are comfortable. If they come along with you, 
they are expected to stay quietly with you the whole time. It’s important to note that there is no supervision, 
therefore roaming about the school before or after interviews will not be allowed.
