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Dear Parents, 
STAGE 2 - COMPLETED! 

This afternoon, Stage 2 of our Fencing Project was completed. This means that the fence along the front of 
the school or Namba Road has been replaced with new security fencing. On behalf of the School Board, I 
like to thank Sam Ou of ‘A-One Metal Services’ for delivering the project sooner than anticipated. 
 

The feedback so far has been very positive, with the new boundary giving a much pleasant look to the 
school and the surrounding streets. The final stage of the project will involve the installation of automated 
security gates with intercom, to augment the school’s general level of security. This major capital upgrade 
is expected to be finalised before the end of the year. 

ARMENIAN STUDENT FUND 
The Armenian Student Fund program continues this year at AGBU Alexander Primary School and we hope 
to raise enough money to continue sponsoring two children in Armenia. We know our small effort makes a 
real difference to these families in need, in particular the children who have lost either one of their parents. 
 

This service was incepted in our school program in 1994. Today, 
Alexander school students continue to sponsor two young 
Armenians -  Arpine Nersissian (age 15) and Garik Gasparian 
(age 14), through the Armenian Apostolic Church child sponsorship 
program. Arpine joined our program last year as the previous child 
Stella Vartanian had turned 18, which is the limiting age of the 

program. The same was true for Narek Saghatelian who reached 18 this year 
and has now been replaced by Garik. “We are very thankful for everything you 
do for us. We feel like real persons, due to your assistance and donations”, 
writes Garik who lives with his two younger sisters Karine and Rozanna. They 
are looked after by their mother Hripsime and grandparents, who live in the 
village of Ourtsadzor in the Ararat region. Garik has lost his father at a young 
age as a result of a car accident, while Arpine’s father was lost due to a 
workplace accident. 
 

How do we raise money for this program? 
Students are requested to make a regular donation of a silver or gold coin each 
week (maximum of $2 per student). It is a good idea to have the children donate 
money from weekly pocket money or earnings, regardless how small the 
donation. The learning experience to share and give selflessly, is a valuable one. 
 

Collection is taken during Recess on Thursdays and students earn points for their House Teams. As you are 
aware, a report on collections is given during the weekly Assembly and in the Newsletter.
