ARMENIAN TEACHERS BLESSED - FEAST OF HOLY TRANSLATORS   
The October commemoration of ‘Holy Translators’ focuses on the creation of the Armenian alphabet and 
on the accomplishments of the Holy Translators. In modern times the entire month of October has been 
designated as a ‘Month of Culture.’ Armenians throughout the Diaspora and Armenia mark this with events 
not only in remembrance of the past, but in celebration of modern-day scholars, theologians, writers, 
translators and teachers of Armenian schools. 
 

It has become customary now for the Armenian school teachers of our community to gather together each 
year at the invitation of the Diocese to participate in the Divine Liturgy at the Armenian Apostolic Church 
of Holy Resurrection on the Feast of the Holy Translators, Tarkmanchadz and receive the blessing of the 
Primate, His Grace Archbishop Haigazoun Najarian.  
 

On Sunday, 13 October 2019 the Armenian school teachers from Sydney’s day, Saturday, community 
language and Sunday schools were recognised for their valuable contribution toward instilling our cultural 
heritage and national identity through education in our future generations. During the service, teachers 
received Holy Communion and following the Divine Liturgy an intimate cocktail reception was held in the 
Diocesan Centre in their honour. 

AGBU STATEMENT ON THE ALARMING CURRENT EVENTS IN SYRIA  
The AGBU Central Board and our worldwide membership are following with alarm the developments in 
Syria, specifically the military invasion by Turkey in its northeast regions. Reports from our local 
chapters and communities indicate a mounting humanitarian crisis and new waves of refugees. The 
situation requires an immediate response from the international community and relief organizations. 
 

We take note of the official statement by the Armenian Foreign Ministry, the Catholicos of All 
Armenians and Supreme Patriarch Karekin II, and Catholicos of the Holy See of Cilicia Aram I calling 
on the international community to act without delay to restore the shaken international peace in the 
region. 
 

As descendants of survivors of the Armenian Genocide, perpetrated by the predecessors of the present 
Turkish regime in 1915, we know too well the human toll such aggression can take. AGBU appeals to 
the Turkish authorities to immediately stop the invasion and aggression against the Syrian people, which 
is eerily similar to some of the Ottoman Empire's actions more than a century ago. We call for the 
international community to hold Turkey responsible for its actions, recognizing that such action in 1915 
would have meant a markedly different history for the Armenian people.

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MANAGING YOUR CHILD’S 
ASTHMA 

Six steps to managing your child’s asthma. Ask your doctor to assist you to in managing 

your child’s asthma according to the six-point plan below. 

1. Know how severe your child’s asthma is (ask your doctor). 

2. Achieve best lung function - find out what to do, so that your child’s lungs function at their 
best. The use of a peak flow meter or symptom score diary may help in determining the 
best lung function. 

3. Maintain best lung function - avoid things, which trigger your child’s asthma. 

4. Optimize medication - use the lowest dose of medication possible to achieve the best 
lung function, without producing side effects. 

5. Develop an asthma action plan with your doctor so that you know what to do during an 
attack of asthma. 

6. Have your child’s asthma checked regularly by your doctor, and learn as much as you 
can about the management of your child’s asthma. 

 
ASTHMA CYCLE OF CARE 
If your child has: 

symptoms on most days or nights 

uses an asthma reliever puffer more than 3 times per week 

has been in hospital with an asthma attack 

missed school due to asthma 

then see your GP to enrol in the Asthma Cycle of Care and get an Asthma Action Plan to help 
you take control of your asthma.
