CORONAVIRUS (COVID-19) - UPDATE

On behalf of AGBU Alexander Primary School, I would like to start by acknowledging
the support and care provided by our parents, teachers and the school community in
dealing with the Coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic.

As stated in our information updates earlier this week, the School Board has been [
carefully considering the developments of COVID-19 and its implications for our
School community. We remain vigilant, following the direction of the Australian Government and the
Department of Health and will continue to monitor their advice and act immediately in accordance with
their rulings and guidance. Therefore, Alexander school will continue to operate as normal at this stage.
However, this is a rapidly evolving situation, and our position would change if advice were to be updated
based on national or international experiences.

Thanks to our highly dedicated teachers, we are committed to providing purposeful and meaningful
learning experiences for our students in a settled environment. During this time of uncertainty, it is
important that our School community remains positive and focused on delivering teaching and learning at
school. However, in the event of a school closure or other major disruption the teachers have been
preparing, trialling and developing online learning tools, to help deliver the curriculum and learning
experience for students.

As an independent school we respect and understand the choices parents make. At the moment, we are
aware of families who feel their best context is preferable to have their children at home, while others may
not have that choice, and continue to send their children to school. We are working hard to be ahead of the
game and be able to deliver those options for you. However, at this point in time, the priority of our
wonderful teachers and staff is to support the students present in their class. Therefore, I want to continue to
reassure all parents and our community that we are being proactive in planning for all eventualities, this
includes planning for a full or partial school closure.

Ultimately, the health and safety of all students, families and staff remains a priority. Therefore, we ask and
remind parents that any student that shows signs of being unwell remains at home, until they are well
enough to return to school; this includes any student with cold or flu-like symptoms.

As the Government or the Health Department update their advice in the coming days, we will continue to
keep you informed. Once again, thank you for your ongoing support in this, a challenging and
unprecedented time for everyone.

It is imperative that we stay positive and have our trust in God, to help guide us towards the right choices
and the light at the end of the tunnel.

‘Start Smart’ Program

On Monday, the students participated in the Start Smart program which is designed to change the way
students learn about money. Research indicates that it is crucial to develop financial literacy skills from an
early age. This program teaches these skills in a way that students can understand and enjoy.

The students in Prep to Year 2 learn about money as a concept — what it’s worth, and how to keep it safe.
Guided by Captain Cash, students were excited about becoming superheroes with their money. By
challenging them to ‘Speed to Their Needs’ and ‘Wait for Their Wants’, they were able to distinguish
between their needs and wants, and prioritise spending accordingly. Using fun rhymes, hands-on activities
and colourful characters, the workshop was able to put students on a lifelong path of practising solid
financial habits.

Captain Cash returned in the Year 3-4 workshop, to request help from students in preparation for a mission
to ‘space school’. Students were challenged to use addition and subtraction to aid our superhero with his
Space School supplies, during their visit to the Space Shopping Centre. They covered concepts of counting
Australian notes and coins, exploring the connection between addition and subtraction while addressing
complex needs and wants.

Year 5-6 students were introduced to Coach Cash, the personal money trainer. Through a range of activities,
students were inspired to become ‘cashletes’, who develop their money muscles through making savvy
spending decisions. By encouraging them to ‘See It, Earn It, Save It’, students were taught how we can earn
money and excited about making their savings goals a reality. By encouraging creativity and smart saving,
students were empowered to start looking after their money both short and long term.

Communique 2
RE: CORONAVIRUS
18/03/2020

To our faithful in Australia and New Zealand

Today, Australian Prime Minister Scott Morrison announced that a cabinet of Federal and State members
has introduced new measures to combat the spread of the Coronavirus (Covid-19) which serve as the basis
for the steps we have taken as conveyed to our community faithful below.

1. The doors of our churches will remain open to individual believers and our churches will continue
to perform all the liturgical services during this period.

2. We ask our beloved community to closely follow the new measures in force by the Government as
they serve the health and well-being of ourselves and those around us.

3. The Primate with the Diocesan Council advise our Churches, Parish Councils and beloved
community on the following:

A) Given that the indoor gathering of more than 100 people is not permitted, during the Lenten
period, the Divine Liturgy — Arevakal (Peace Hour) and Hesgoom (Rest Hour) Services, the
number of congregants will be limited to 100. The numbers will be overseen by responsible
persons delegated by the Parish Councils. We kindly seek the understanding of our community
faithful to facilitate the task of those responsible. We note that all services, where possible, will
be streamed live on Facebook or by other means so our faithful can follow the services from
their homes.

B) We ask that attendances at funerals, internments, requiems, baptisms, and forthcoming
weddings following Lent be attended by family members only to safeguard the health of all.

C) The blessing of the children and the order of the Antasdan (Blessing of the Four Corners)
services will not be conducted on Palm Sunday.

D) At the Divine Liturgy on Palm Sunday, Easter Eve (Jrakalooyts) and Feast of the Holy
Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ on Sunday, the number of participants will be limited to
100 including the clergy, deacons and choir.

4. Our Annual Parish and Diocesan Assemblies are postponed and the seniors’ social support services
in our parishes are also suspended during this period.
5. Programs organised by the Diocesan Centre and churches for small groups such as Bible Study and

Lecture evenings will continue.

6. The above measures will remain in place until further notice.

Above all, our primary concern remains the health and well-being of our community faithful.
