NSW HEALTH ADVICE UPDATED
As anticipated, DoE Health advice has been updated for end-of-year school activities, with further easing of
restrictions from Thursday 12" November.

Therefore, based on this recent advice the school is now able to accommodate and include siblings of Year
5 & 6 students. In summary:

1. The 'Christmas Concert & Graduation' event will be held as scheduled - Sunday, 6 December 2020.

2. The event will be 'Live Streamed' with a Prep - Year 6 production, that will be prepared and recorded
in advance.

3. Prep to Year 4 students and their parents will be able to join and watch the 'Live Stream' from home.

4. Only students of Years 5 & 6, and their immediate families will be invited to the Graduation concert
in the school's Gemjian Hall.

5. Immediate family of Years 5 and 6 includes, father, mother and siblings only. No other members of
the family.

Schools must continue to have in place and comply with the COVID-19 Safety Plan for
School Graduation Ceremonies when planning and conducting these events.

Schools must consider the following in their Plans:

o Ensure that all attendees, including students, staff and visitors, including parents and carers, are well
and free of any flu-like symptoms.
o Schools must comply with the 4 square metre rule for all people participating. Schools will need to

invite guests based on the total number of people (this includes staff, students, parents and visitors)
who are able to be accommodated under the 4 square metre rule.

. For seating arrangements:
o ensure there is enough space for distancing of 1.5 metre between non-household members.
. Ensure all visitors sign the external visitors form.
. Ensure people remain seated as much as possible to minimise mingling outside of household or close

friend groups.

We hope the above will provide some relief and satisfaction to give our graduates the farewell they deserve.
